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Confession: This is my Bible, the Living Word of God. I am, what the Word says I am. I have, what the Word says I have. I can do, everything the Word says I can do, and I will do it, IN JESUS NAME!
Introduction: Under the Old Covenant the high priest annually entered the Holy of Holies to sprinkle blood 7 times upon the mercy seat of the Ark of the Covenant to cover the sins of the people which was a foreshadowing of Jesus’ Atoning Sacrifice. To “atone” means to right a wrong and to restore. 

Leviticus 4:17 “Then the priest shall dip his finger in the blood and sprinkle it seven times before the Lord, in front of the curtain” This was done because the blood is the life of the flesh. 
Leviticus 17:11 “For the life of the flesh is in the blood, and I have given it for you on the altar to make atonement for your souls, for it is the blood that makes atonement by the life.” 
1 John 3:8 “This is why the Son of God was revealed, to destroy the works of the devil.”
Hebrews 9:11-14 But Christ came as High Priest of the good things to come, with the greater and more perfect tabernacle not made with hands, that is, not of this creation. 12 Not with the blood of goats and calves, but with His own blood He entered the Most Holy Place once for all, having obtained eternal redemption. 13 For if the blood of bulls and goats and the ashes of a heifer, sprinkling the unclean, sanctifies for the purifying of the flesh, 14 how much more shall the blood of Christ, who through the eternal Spirit offered Himself without spot to God, cleanse your conscience from dead works to serve the living God?

The 7 sprinklings of the blood was a very specific number of times pointing to Jesus Christ Who would shed His Blood 7 times for our complete redemption. We are going to look at these 7 instances, discover their significance that covers every area of our life, and learn to apply the Blood to our lives so that we can live in the victory, His Blood provided us.

I. Jesus’ Sweat Becomes Like Great Drops of Blood
1. Luke 22:39-44 Coming out, He went to the Mount of Olives, as He was accustomed, and His disciples also followed Him. 40 When He came to the place, He said to them, “Pray that you may not enter into temptation.”41 And He was withdrawn from them about a stone’s throw, and He knelt down and prayed, 42 saying, “Father, if it is Your will, take this cup away from Me; nevertheless not My will, but Yours, be done.” 43 Then an angel appeared to Him from heaven, strengthening Him. 44 And being in agony, He prayed more earnestly. Then His sweat became like great drops of Blood falling down to the ground.
A. The 1st shedding of Jesus Blood for me was in the Garden of Gethsemane and we see that He was in agony and distress of what was going to happen, and in His resisting the temptation to sin that was so intense it caused Him to sweat drops of blood. In medical terms this rare condition is known as hematidrosis. 
B. Agony: agónia (ag-o-nee'-ah) agony, a struggle, anguish, intense pressure
C. Hematidrosis: is a condition in which capillary blood vessels that feed the sweat glands rupture, causing them to exude blood, occurring under conditions of extreme physical or emotional stress. Severe mental anxiety activates the sympathetic nervous system to invoke the fight-or-flight response to such a degree as to cause hemorrhage of the vessels supplying the sweat glands. It has been suggested that acute fear and extreme stress can cause hematidrosis sweat blood from their skin. It usually happens on or around the face, but it can also come from the mucosa inside the nose, mouth, or stomach.
D. It was in the Garden of Eden that Adam lost his authority over earth when he sinned by failing to submit his will to God’s will and ate the fruit of the Tree of Knowledge of Good and Evil. 
2. Isaiah 53:4 AMPC “Surely He has borne our griefs (sicknesses, weaknesses, and distresses)”
A. Jesus withstood the strongest test that any of us could ever face and we IN Christ we now have His strength to resist any form of temptation and choose God’s perfect will for our lives.
3. Application: He did this for me!
A. Philippians 4:13 AMPC I have strength for all things in Christ Who empowers me [I am ready for anything and equal to anything through Him Who infuses inner strength into me; I am self-sufficient in Christ’s sufficiency].
B. Confession: I plead the Blood of Jesus over my mind and my will, and I choose now to stand on the Word of God uncompromisingly and forever to live out the fullness of the Victory Life that Jesus purchased for me!

II. Jesus’ is Struck in the Head and His Beard Is Plucked Out
1. Isaiah 50:6 I gave My back to those who struck Me, And My cheeks to those who plucked out the beard; I did not hide My face from shame and spitting.
A. In ancient Israel the beard represented wisdom, dignity, and religious devotion. As a form of punishment in some cases, they would cut off your beard. 
B. If you wanted to express humiliation, disdain, and dishonor toward a man, you would not only beat him and slap his face, but you would also spit in his face and cut off his beard. 
2. Mark 14:65 NASB Some began to spit at Him, and to blindfold Him, and to beat Him with their fists, and to say to Him, “Prophesy!” And the officers received Him with slaps (Or blows with rods) in the face.
A. The 2nd place that Blood of Christ was shed for me was during the interrogation with the Sanhedrin when they ripped out His beard and beat His head and face.
B. They not only beat Him in the face, but they tore out His beard. This would have gotten very ugly, very quickly because as each chunk of beard was ripped out, it would have taken a piece of His flesh with it.
C. By the time this torture had finished, Jesus’ face would have been bruised and bloodied. 
3. Isaiah 53:4-5 AMPC Surely He has borne our griefs (sicknesses, weaknesses, and distresses) and carried our sorrows and pains [of punishment], yet we [ignorantly] considered Him stricken, smitten, and afflicted by God [as if with leprosy]. 5 But He was wounded for our transgressions, He was bruised for our guilt and iniquities; the chastisement [needful to obtain] peace and well-being for us was upon Him, and with the stripes [that wounded] Him we are healed and made whole.
A. Bruised: daka (daw-kaw') crush, beat to pieces, to break, bruise, humble, oppress
B. Iniquity: avon (aw-vone') a wicked act, sin, evil, iniquity, guilt, punishment for sin 
1) It is a spiritual force that pressures you to bow or bend under its destructive power.
C. Chastisement musar (moo-sawr') to discipline, correction, punishment
D. When Adam bowed the knee to the devil in the Garden he fell from being made in the image and likeness of God, and from being clothed in the glory of God.
E. Adam and Eve were reborn from the Life of God into the fallen sin nature of the devil.
F. Peace: shalom (shaw-lome') peace, safe, completeness, wholeness, welfare, health, prosperity, contentment
G. Jesus submitted to suffer shame, humiliation, and beaten so that He was no longer recognizable so that we could be set free from guilt and shame, restoring us back to the image and likeness of God, in perfect peace.
4. Application: He did this for me! 
A. His Blood is greater than any demonic force that could ever come against you! Receive all that Jesus’ Blood has done for you today!
B. Confession: I plead the Blood of Jesus over my life, and I receive that my honor, dignity, and the image and likeness of God have been restored to me now, in Christ!

III. Jesus Back Is Scourged 
1. Mark 15:15 So Pilate, wanting to gratify the crowd, released Barabbas to them; and he delivered Jesus, after he had scourged Him, to be crucified.
A. The 3rd place Jesus Blood was shed for me was at the whipping post.
B. Scourging: A person was stripped naked and tied to a whipping post. Then they were whipped with a cat o’ nine tails right up to the point of death while trying not to immediately kill them. This whip consisted of leather thongs and at the end of each there would be hooks, jagged pieces of metal or bone, and the end of each strand would be weighted with lead. Each blow would literally rip chunks of flesh from His Body. 
C. This is not the same as being whipped with a lash as we find with others in Scripture who were whipped. 
D. The lash used in other places was only a lash that did not contain other elements. 
E. In Jewish custom someone could only be lashed a maximum of 39 times as more than this often resulted in death.
F. The Romans however certainly did not observe Jewish laws or customs as they had a cat o’ nine tails and they beat Him right up to the point of death without immediately killing Him. People did not usually survive scourging as they would generally succumb to their wounds or bleed out.
2. Isaiah 53:5 “with the stripes [that wounded] Him we are healed and made whole.”
A. Healed: Rapha (raw-faw') to cure, to make whole, to be completely healed
B. Exodus 15:26 “I am the Lord who heals you.”
C. The same word “Rapha” is used, and it is here the God is revealed as “Jehovah Rapha.”
D. Every kind of physical or emotional disease was covered by His stripes.
3. Application: He did this for me!
A. With the stripes that Jesus received on His back for me I am NOW healed and made whole! 
B. Confession: I plead the Blood of Jesus over my soul and my body. I declare and receive now, that by His stripes, my soul and my body are healed and made whole!

IV. Jesus Has A Twisted Crown Of Thorns Placed On His Head
1. Mark 15:16-18 Then the soldiers led Him away into the hall called Praetorium, and they called together the whole garrison. 17 And they clothed Him with purple; and they twisted a crown of thorns, put it on His head, 18 and began to salute Him, “Hail, King of the Jews!” 19 Then they struck Him on the head with a reed and spat on Him; and bowing the knee, they worshiped Him.
A. It was here where He endured more mockery and shame as they all publicly hailed Him as the “King of the Jews.” 
B. The 4th shedding of His Blood for me was a crown of thorns that was placed on his head causing him to bleed from His forehead area. 
C. The thorns pierced His skin like sharp needles, penetrating down to the bone of His skull.
D. This thorny crown would have beaten onto His head with a rod by the soldiers.
E. The caused Jesus’ head and face be further wounded causing His face along with the rest of Him by this time to appear marred, fulfilling the prophecies of the Old Testament.
2. Isaiah 52:14-15 Just as many were astonished at you, so His visage (appearance) was marred more than any man, and His form more than the sons of men; 15 So shall He sprinkle many nations.
3. Genesis 3:17-19 Then to Adam He said, “Because you have listened to the voice of your wife, and have eaten from the tree about which I commanded you, saying, ‘You shall not eat from it’; Cursed is the ground because of you; In toil you will eat of it all the days of your life. 18 “Both thorns and thistles it shall grow for you; and you will eat the plants of the field; 19 By the sweat of your face you will eat bread, till you return to the ground, because from it you were taken; for you are dust, and to dust you shall return.”
A. When Adam and Eve lived in the Garden of Eden they lived in abundance. However, when Adam disobeyed God revealed to them that they were no longer in the Blessing but now under the curse that came upon the land through Adam’s sin. The ground now produced thorns and thistles because the land was cut off from the Blessing and man now had to battle in sweat to make a living instead in the abundance of the Blessing.
B. As Jesus’ Blood was shed running down His face from the thorns, the curse of lack, toil, and unfruitfulness was broken. 
C. No longer would man have to toil and sweat in unproductive labor. His shed Blood released the total provision of the Father for His children. The Blessing Adam lost in the Garden Jesus purchased it back for us. The curse of poverty is broken over our lives!
4. Application: He did this for me! 
A. Proverbs 10:22 AMPC The Blessing of the Lord—it makes [truly] rich, and He adds no sorrow with it [neither does toiling increase it].
B. Confession: I plead the Blood of Jesus over my household, and I receive that every need and desire is abundantly supplied, for the Blessing of the Lord makes me truly rich! 

V. Jesus Nail Pierced Hands
1. Luke 23:33 And when they had come to the place called Calvary, there they crucified Him, and the criminals, one on the right hand and the other on the left.
A. The 5th place Jesus Blood was shed for me was from His hands where the soldiers hammered 9” spikes.
2. Genesis 49:10 The scepter will not depart from Judah, nor the staff from between his feet, until Shiloh comes and the allegiance of the nations is his.
A. A scepter is a ceremonial staff held by a king that signifies divine authority, justice, and the ability to command or protect.
B. A king may when exercising authority raise the scepter as a sign of their authority when making a decree or passing judgement.
C. Shiloh is a name for the Messiah or Christ.
3. Genesis 1:26 AMPC God said, Let Us [Father, Son, and Holy Spirit] make mankind in Our image, after Our likeness, and let them have complete authority over the fish of the sea, the birds of the air, the [tame] beasts, and over all of the earth, and over everything that creeps upon the earth.
A. Authority is the power or right to command, make decisions, give orders, and enforce obedience.
B. Before the Fall of Adam God delegated all authority on the earth into the hands of Adam and Eve. 
C. When Adam disobeyed that authority was taken away and satan became the “god of this world–the devil” began to take charge.
4. Luke 10:19 Behold, I have given you authority to tread on snakes and scorpions, and over all the power of the enemy. Nothing will harm you.
A. When Jesus’ hands were pierced for us, He bought back our authority in the earth and in His Name gave us His scepter. (John 14:13-14, Romans 5:17)
5. Application: He did this for me!
A. Confession: I plead the Blood of Jesus over my life, my family, my church, my community, this nation, and I declare the Blessing over us all and that Word of God prevails, filling all, in all!

VI. Jesus Nail Pierced Feet
1. Luke 23:33 And when they had come to the place called Calvary, there they crucified Him, and the criminals, one on the right hand and the other on the left.
A. The 6th place Jesus Blood was shed for me was from His feet where the soldiers hammered 9” spikes.
B. When Adam bowed the knee in the Garden, he gave up his domain, or dominion, or his ownership over the earth. 
C. When nails were hammered into Jesus’ feet, He bought back the power for us to trample on all the works of the devil and have dominion over him. 
2. Genesis 13:17 Arise, walk through the land, the length of it and the breadth of it, for I will give it to you.
A. The door has been opened for us to walk in boldness and confidence in our identities as the sons of God. 
B. God has given us our dominion to take back the earth that the devil stole. Take it, Occupy it, and Advance!
3. Ephesians 1:20- 22 which He worked in Christ when He raised Him from the dead and seated Him at His right hand in the heavenly places, 21 far above all principality and power and might and dominion, and every name that is named, not only in this age but also in that which is to come. 22 And He put all things under His feet, and gave Him to be head over all things to the church, 23 which is His body, the fullness of Him who fills all in all.
4. Application: He did this for me!  
A. There is no demonic stronghold that can stand against the Blood of Christ, and we are to take our dominion and authority over him and keep him under our feet!
B. Confession: I plead the Blood of Jesus over my life, my family, my church, my community, this nation, and I declare that NO weapon formed against us in any way shall prosper. I am taking ground for the Kingdom, I am occupying it, and I am advancing!

VII. Jesus’ Side Is Pierced by A Roman Spear
1. John 19:31-37 Therefore, because it was the Preparation Day, that the bodies should not remain on the cross on the Sabbath (for that Sabbath was a high day), the Jews asked Pilate that their legs might be broken, and that they might be taken away. 32 Then the soldiers came and broke the legs of the first and of the other who was crucified with Him. 33 But when they came to Jesus and saw that He was already dead, they did not break His legs. 34 But one of the soldiers pierced His side with a spear, and immediately blood and water came out. 35 And he who has seen has testified, and his testimony is true; and he knows that he is telling the truth, so that you may believe. 36 For these things were done that the Scripture should be fulfilled, “Not one of His bones shall be broken.” 37 And again another Scripture says, “They shall look on Him whom they pierced.”
A. The 7th place that Jesus’ Blood was shed for me was in His side that was pierced.
B. The Final Passover Lamb of God was obedient to the point of death with this final sprinkling of Blood.
C. The first Adam was put into a deep sleep which represents death so that his bride, Eve could be birthed or formed out of him.
D. The 2nd Adam, Jesus Christ died on the Cross, His side was pierce so that His Bride – the Church could be birthed and formed out of Him.
E. The Blood and water pouring out together is speaks of childbearing as blood and water flow out at birth. This speaks of His redemptive work for our new birth.
F. Ephesians 1:7 In Him we have redemption through His blood, the forgiveness of sins, according to the riches of His grace
1) Blood was shed for our redemption for without the shedding of Blood there can be no remission of sin. (Hebrews 9:22)
G. Ephesians 5:25-27 Husbands, love your wives, just as Christ also loved the church and gave Himself for her, 26 that He might sanctify and cleanse her with the washing of water by the word, 27 that He might present her to Himself a glorious church, not having spot or wrinkle or any such thing, but that she should be holy and without blemish.
1) Water – His Word, is for imparting Life to us and presenting us as pure, righteous, and holy, reconciled back to the Father as His sons! 
2. Application: He did this for me! 
A. If you are looking for Who can possibly take away your sins, look no further than Jesus. 
B. Jesus gave us His Innocent Blood for as the Lamb of God, seven times, and cleansed us from all our sin – past, present, and future so that we could be restored back to the Father as His sons according to His original intent and purpose. 
C. 2 Corinthians 5:21 For He made Him who knew no sin to be sin for us, that we might become the righteousness of God in Him.
D. Romans 10:13 For “whoever calls on the name of the Lord shall be saved.”
E. Confession: I plead the Blood of Jesus over my life and I receive Jesus as Lord and Savior over my life. By faith I will walk in the fullness of what He bought for me at Calvary for me all the days of my life!

VIII. Closing
1. Galatians 2:20 I have been crucified with Christ; it is no longer I who live, but Christ lives in me; and the life which I now live in the flesh I live by faith in the Son of God, who loved me and gave Himself for me.
2. Revelation 12:11 And they overcame by the Blood of the Lamb and the word of their testimony.
A. Now we must Honor the BLOOD, by applying His Blood to every issue of life.
B. There is NOT one thing in me that His Blood has not cleansed!
