WEEK 10 — DISCIPLESHIP GUIDE

Miracle: The Man Born Blind (John 9:1–12)
Theme: Jesus Opens What Has Been Closed

SCRIPTURE FOUNDATION FOR MIRACLES
These verses anchor how Jesus operated in miracles — and how we follow Him.
A. John 14:10 — “The Father who lives in Me does the works.”
B. John 5:19 — “The Son can do nothing of Himself…”
C. John 5:30 — “As I hear, I judge.”
D. John 14:12 — “He who believes in Me will do the works I do.”

ADDITIONAL SCRIPTURES
A. Isaiah 42:7 — “To open blind eyes…”
B. Psalm 146:8 — “The Lord opens the eyes of the blind.”
C. John 8:12 — “I am the Light of the world.”
D. Ephesians 1:18 — “The eyes of your understanding being enlightened…”
E. 2 Corinthians 4:6 — God shines light into dark places.
F. Mark 8:25 — Jesus restores sight progressively and completely.

I. KEY SCRIPTURE — John 9:1-12 (BSB)
[bookmark: 3][bookmark: 4][bookmark: 5][bookmark: 6][bookmark: 7][bookmark: 8][bookmark: 9][bookmark: 10][bookmark: 11][bookmark: 12][bookmark: 13]Now as Jesus was passing by, He saw a man blind from birth, 2and His disciples asked Him, “Rabbi, who sinned, this man or his parents, that he was born blind?” 3Jesus answered, “Neither this man nor his parents sinned, but this happened so that the works of God would be displayed in him. 4While it is daytime, we must do the works of Him who sent Me. Night is coming, when no one can work. 5While I am in the world, I am the light of the world.” 6When Jesus had said this, He spit on the ground, made some mud, and applied it to the man’s eyes. 7Then He told him, “Go, wash in the Pool of Siloam” (which means “Sent”). So the man went and washed, and came back seeing. 8At this, his neighbors and those who had formerly seen him begging began to ask, “Isn’t this the man who used to sit and beg?” 9Some claimed that he was, but others said, “No, he just looks like him.” But the man kept saying, “I am the one.” 10“How then were your eyes opened?” they asked. 11He answered, “The man they call Jesus made some mud and anointed my eyes, and He told me to go to Siloam and wash. So I went and washed and received my sight.” 12“Where is He?” they asked. “I do not know,” he answered.

II. WHAT THIS MIRACLE SHOWS US ABOUT JESUS
1. Jesus sees purpose where others see problems
A. People saw a beggar. Jesus saw destiny.
B. Jesus “saw” He “scrutinized him… examined him… took a long, investigative look, discerned him” (horaó)
2. Jesus rejects blame and reveals purpose
Not every struggle is the result of personal sin. 
Jesus shifts the focus from fault to purpose.
3. Jesus works while it is day 
“WE must do the works of Him who sent Me.” 
Jesus invites us into His mission.
4. Jesus uses unexpected methods 
He spits. He makes mud. He applies it to the man’s eyes.
Jesus does not have a single way in which He ministers healing it would seem. 
Yet there is a common thread through everything that He does:
John 5:19 — “The Son can do nothing of Himself…”
John 5:30 — “As I hear, I judge.”
For us today we have the same method of operation as Jesus did:
John 16:13 However, when the Spirit of truth comes, He will guide you into all truth. For He will not speak on His own, but He will speak what He hears, and He will declare to you what is to come.
Romans 8:14 For all who are led by the Spirit of God are sons of God.
5. Jesus requires obedience before the miracle manifests 
“Go wash.” 
The man walked blind, washed blind, believed blind — then he saw.

III. WHAT THIS MIRACLE SHOWS US ABOUT FAITH
1. Faith obeys without full understanding
Jesus didn’t explain the mud. He simply said, “Go.” The man went.
2. Faith acts on the Word
He walked to Siloam — blind. Faith moves toward Jesus’ instruction.
3. Faith testifies boldly
“I am the one.” 
“I went and washed and received my sight.”
Faith doesn’t need all the answers — just obedience.

IV. THE TURNING POINT — “GO WASH”
The miracle did not happen:
· when Jesus saw him
· when Jesus spoke
· when Jesus made mud
· when Jesus touched him
The miracle happened when he obeyed.
Faith is not passive. Faith moves. Faith obeys. Faith activates the miracle.

V. FAITH DYNAMICS — HOW THE MIRACLE HAPPENED
1. Jesus saw him — divine attention
2. Jesus spoke purpose — “This happened so God’s works may be displayed”
3. Jesus acted — mud on eyes
4. Jesus commanded — “Go wash”
5. The man obeyed — walked blind
6. The man washed — acted on the Word
7. The man saw — manifestation

VI. IDENTITY STATEMENT

IX. MINISTRY LAB (10–12 minutes)
Theme: Jesus Opens What Has Been Closed
Focus: Obedience → Light → Clarity

1. Pair Up Stay with the same partner.
2. Share the Need (3 minutes) Where do you need Jesus to open something in your life?
3. Pray a Simple 20–30 Second Prayer 
Model Prayer: Jesus, You are the Light of the world. Open what has been closed. Bring clarity, purpose, and breakthrough into ________. Amen.”
4. Switch roles and repeat.

X. KEY TAKEAWAY
